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THE RURAL: MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Friday, October 17, 1997 at 7:30 a.m. in the village
Kitchen in Rosenort, Manitoba.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.

Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Stan Siemens,
Kerry Eidse, Arthur Dueck, Louis Palud.

The purpose of this meeting was to discuss Centra Gas and its
line extensions, the use of soil sterilants in ditches and

the public hearing regarding the Sperling Water Project.

Reeve Herm Martens announced that a meeting has been arranged
with Mr. Larry Whitney in the Municipal Council Chambers on
Friday, October 24, 1997 at 9:30 a.m. to discuss the Z-dyke
and other matters.

Councillor Ralph Groening spoke on the Sperling Water Project
hearing which was held on October 15, 1997 in Sperling. There
were approximately 50 people present and there was much
discussion of various aspects of the project. Questions raised
involved where the water would be coming from and the different
aspects of bringing the water from the R. M. of Macdonald or
the R. M. of Dufferin. Other matters of concern were the water
quality, when the project would be done, costs involved in

the project, etc. The results of the meeting were that the
people wanted the water from the Dufferin system, and that

the project should be proceeded with as soon as possible.

Councillor Arthur Dueck spoke on the use of soil sterilants
in our drainage ditches. Council spent considerable time
discussing the pros and cons in the use of such products and
the function of the Weed Control District in the situation.
The use of a sterilant or roundup to kill the vegetation was
also mentioned.

Councillor Arthur Dueck then updated Council on the situation
involving Centra Gas and the proposed line extensions in the
Municipality. Centra Gas plans to install gas lines into the
Riverside area, along P.R. 422 and also up and towards the
McTavish area. For these projects, they require approvals from
Council and a financial commitment for the projects. The
financial commitment should be more than covered by the hookup
fees which the Municipality has initiated for natural gas
connections.

Following these projects, Centra Gas will be requested to
provide a proposal for the entire Municipality and the cost
implications for different areas of the Municipality.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Arthur Dueck:

#271/97. Whereas Centra Gas desires to install natural gas

lines into certain areas of the Municipality;

And Whereas these line extensions are to be generally in the

Riverside area, along P.R. 422 and towards the McTavish area;

And Whereas these line extensions are indicated on Centra Gas

drawings no. CD-13871 and CD-1 3854;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural

Municipality of Morris approves these drawings and the project

in general subject to the following conditions:

1. That on Drawing No. CD-13871, in the SW; of Section
32-5-1EPM, the river crossing line is to be located at
least 20 feet north of the road allowance.

2. That on Drawing No. (D-13854, the natural gas line is to
be located on the East side of the road.

3. That all natural gas lines along Municipal roads are to
be located above the toe of the road and are to maintain
a minimum depth of 42 inches above the line.
