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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, September 9, 1998 at 9:00 a.m. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.

Councillors present were: Ralph Groening, Stan Siemens, Kerry
Fidse, Arthur Dueck, Art Friesen.

Council then discussed the issue of ditching work done along
PTH 23. A meeting is arranged with the Dept. of Highways at
9:30 a.m. and Council discussed prior the course of events that
have taken place concerning this ditching work.

Council then met Mr. Brian Petzold and Mr. Ken Gibson of the
Dept. of Highways. Mr. Petzold commented that for PR 332, they
were trying to bring the road back into shape and believe that
they are near to that goal. As to when the road will be hard
surfaced, that would depend on the traffic volumes on the road.
The Dept. of Highways wants a route in this general area from
the southern area to No. 1 Highway and P.R. 332 is being loocked
at as a possible route to No. 1 Highway.

He indicated that PR 205 is currently under study for the
relocation of the road itself west of Rosenort. They are looking
at having the road on a more direct route east to comnect to

PR 332 with the line being 1 mile north of the corner west of
Rosenort. There are many factors which must be considered and
finalized prior to any such work taking place.

On the matter of the rerouting of PTH 3 at Sperling, he explained
the problems with road accesses for Hoopers. He also indicated
that they were looking at changing the drainage plans so as

to drain the water more directly into the Forrester Drain.

A study is being done on PR 336, by an outside consultant firm,
for this connection road from PTH 23 to PTH 3. The results of
this study is expected to be completed by the end of the year.
The more immediate concern of the ditching work done by the
Municipality along PTH 23 was raised and it was noted that these
ditches are very steep and questioned as to why the work was
done.

Councillor Dueck explained that the drainage was very poor on
the south side and needed to be improved.
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Highways Delegation Continued

The project itself was squeezed for space because of an MTS
line on the south side of the ditch. There is now an indication
from MTS that this line may not be an active line.

Mr. Petzold stated that for the south ditch, the road slope
needs to be backfilled in and the ditch bottom must be moved
further south. The south ditch currently has a grade of 1 foot
per mile with a 6 foot wide bottom. Highways ditches are to
provide the needs of the road and not for all necessary field
drainage. If the drain project benefits the roadway, then
highways will assist, if there is not a benefit to the road
then the Municipality is to do the work. For this south ditch
along PTH 23, it was mentioned of possibly having a common ditch
with the railway.

The Dept. of Highways did some work on the south ditch in 1996.
The Municipality needs to consult with the railways and have
water resources assist in the re-design of the south ditch.

For the ditching project on the north side of PTH 23, the
ditching along Mr. Bob Paschke's yardsite is too steep and cannot
stay at these side slopes which are approximately 2 to 1 slopes.
They want Natural Resources involved to help with the drain
design and to have the work properly designed.

The discussions ended at approximately 11:00 a.m.

Delegation Mr. and Mrs. Trudeau of Sperling, Manitoba met with Council

to complain of the unsightly condition of their neighbors yard.
They live beside the former United Church building and the
current resident is not keeping the property in a clean
condition. There is debris of lumber, concrete blocks, old
windows, etc. on the yard site, with some of the debris being
piled and some not. There are also old vehicles parked in the
yard. They asked if the municipality could do something to make
this person clean up his yard.

There was discussion as to the degree of unsightlyness and
whether it is a health hazard or not. They were told that the
Municipality would lock into the matter but were also informed
and quite often a fence does solve much of such concerns.
