The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Wednesday, October 15, 1998 at 9:00 a.m. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Kerry Eidse, Arthur
Dueck. Stan Siemens arrived for meeting at 2:30 p.m.

The purpose of this special meeting was to continue the agenda
from the October 14, 1998 regular meeting.

On the matter of the public hearing for By-law No. 1517/98,

there were no persons present for the hearing on October 14,
1998.

Moved by Arthur Dueck, Seconded by Kerry Eidse:
#238/98. Resolved that By-law No. 1517/98, being a by-law
rezoning Lot 12-1-33374, be now given 2nd and 3rd readings and
finally passed in Council as a whole.

Therefore Be It Resolved that the following matter must be
decided upon by the Weed District:
1. That the R. M. of Morris have approval for the Weed District
budget and salaries.
2. Spraying in the R. M. of Morris be undertaken during prime
spraying time to a greater extent.
3. That the spray schedule be supervised by R. M. of Morris
personnel.
4. Voting at Weed District meeting is to be done by participating
Municipalities.
5. Involvement in the Weed District should be done on an annual
basis.

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Mr. Don Harder, our Public Works Foreman , then met with Council.
He explained that there is 8.5 miles of ditching work left to
do as well as the reworking of the ditch along the south side
of PTH 23. Currently working, there are the 2 Municipal leased
hoes and 1 from Mesyton and also 8 dozers. There is approximately
35 miles of dirt piles to push down and level. He asked about
our flooded roads that are again in poor condition and in need
of more gravel and should be have an inspector out to look at
these roads. The decision of Council was not to bring in an
inspector and to do additional gravelling as needed.

The new 590 Case Backhoe/ILoader that we ordered is coming in
tomorrow (Oct 16/98).

He plans to start the South ditch along PTH 23 as soon as weather
conditions allow.

With the use of our other equipment, there was a discussion
with Council regarding the future use of our crawler , starting
in 1998. Council feels that this unit only be used in the fall
to level the dirt piles left from the trackhoe ditch work.
There was a discussion concerning employees, and Council feels
that our Foreman should have a job description and should have
the authority to hire employees and to also lay-off employees.
We also need an evaluation process for employees.

The matter of roads being raised for dyke construction, and
Council indicated that there should be no further road raising
done in 1998,

The driveways and roads cut along PTH 23 for the PVWC water
line are to be gravelled and the billing for same is to be sent
to P.V.W.C.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconveined
at approximately 1:00 p.m.

#243/98. Whereas Mr. Jean Paul Saurette has made application
to subdivide River Lot 442 under Planning File No. 4152-98-4027;
And Whereas this subdivision is to create a 4.29 acre yard site;

3. That additional driveway accesses required are to be at the
owners expense.

Ltd to conduct these service
connections in 1998 according to his price quotation and that
Brown's Septic Service be awarded the contract for 4 service
connections along PTH 23 west of Lowe Farm and that this be
done in 1998.

During the discussion on this resolution is was noted by
Councillor Eidse that there was still considerable dissension

in the community concerning this dvke project. He feels that
there needs to be further communication between the respective
groups for this project. For the commmity in general, there

is a group in support of the dyke proposal and there is also

a group that is opposed to the project. Because of the opposition
to the project and division with the community, Councillor Eidse
and Councillor Dueck indicated that now was not the time to
entertain such a resolution.
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Further negitiating needs to be undertaken within the Community.
If a vote was called on this resolution, they were leaving room
and the meeting.

Should this happen, Council would not have a quorum to continue
the meeting.

Moved by Kerry Eidse, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#254/98. Resolved that Resolution No. 253/98, being a resolution
concerning the Rosenort dyke, be now tabled until the November B
1998 regular meeting.
