Following the appointments being made, the Municipal
Administrator informed Council on a number of issues and the
status of those issues. These items and issues included the
Union of Manitoba Municipalities Convention, Fire Departments,
Sperling Water, Sperling Annexation, a new Development Plan
for the Municipality, St. Pierre Veterinary District, Morris
Montcalm Weed Control District, as well as some of the basics
of our regular meetings and the format of those meetings.
There was discussion on all of the above matters and for some
issues, there was considerable time spent on questions and
answers. It was noted to Council that the issue of the Morris
Montcalm Weed Control District will have to be dealt with in
the near future.

Time did not allow for further topics of the Community Dykes
and the Rosenort Water line.
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At 11:30 a.m., Council met with Mr. Don Harder, Public Works
Foreman. He reviewed our list of equipment, which the
Municipality owns, with Council. We currently have only our
two hoes working and have 4 miles left to do under our drainage
program. Our dirt roads are being worked on and coming into
shape. The removal of the flax and wheat straw piles may cause
damage to our roads, depending when the piles are taken away.
The employees are currently on 12 hour days and he feels that
it should be changed to 10 hour work days starting next week.
They will be starting soon to put up snow fencing for our urban
centres.

There was some discussion on our equipment needs and it was
mentioned that the mower will need to be replaced soon and if
possible, we should look for a front mower. Also, previously,
there was discussion of obtaining a snow blower for our
bi-directional tractor.
