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The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Friday, November 13, 1998 at 1:30 p.m. in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

The purpose of this special meeting was to hold the Board of
Revision for the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.

Prior to the start of the Board of Revision, all persons who
would be making presentations before the Board were sworn in
or affirmed.

Those persons included Arnold Law and Oliver Precina of the
Municipal Assessment Branch. Also present were: Ron Friesen,
Ron Isaac, Dianne Richard and Edwin Dueck.

Delegation Mr. Ron Isaac addressed the Board. He stated that his assessment
was higher than what the property could be sold for. It is

728 sq. feet plus garage with no basement. The property is

in the flood area, however, to date, he has made no application
for flood proofing his property. He then presented the Board
with a letter indicating a private valuation for the property
as approximately $28,000.00.

The Assessor indicated that the 1998 assessments were based

on 1995 valuations and that flood issues were not in the
calculations.

Delegation Ms. Dianne Richard then expressed her appeals concerns. The
garage on her property is added assessment even though it has
been on the property for 20 years. Assessing it at $4,700.

is too high for an o0ld garage. Her house was built in 1988
and the assessment has changed from $65,000. to $95,000. to
102,200. even though nothing has been changed on the house.
The area has no services and this valuation is too high based
on its resale value at that location. The house has never
previously been formally inspected and questioned why these
missing assessed features were not there previously.

The Assessor stated that their information on the garage was
incorrect and that a reduction was in order. The house is 1376
sg. feet and there were a number of items in the house which
were not previously assessed.

Delegation Mr. Ron Friesen spoke on his house on Roll No. 185500. It is
a house built in 1973 with 1100 sq. feet and added 1200 sq.
feet in 1983. The garage was built in 1981 costing $5,000.00
and now is assessed for $7,600.00. His property taxes were
$1,800.00 in 1996 and are now $3,100.00 in 1998. No house in
the area has sold for over $100,000.00 and feels his house

is assessed too high.

The assessor noted that for 1999 there is a proposed reduction
of $6,800.00 and that his 1998 assessment of $146,500.00 is
based on 1995 valuations.
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Mr. Ron Friesen then spoke on Roll No. 187200. This house was
assessed for $29,000. in 1996 and increased to $49,000.00 in
1998. The bins on the yard are damaged ones and the barn is

not used and questions the assessment on the barn. His best
offer on the barn was $5,000.00 because it would cost $10,000.00
to move it.

The Assessor noted that the barn was not used , however it would
still have an assessed value. Their reinspection of the property
noted some adjustments were needed and that the house should

be $8,000.00 lower.

Mr. Edwin Dueck, Valley Enterprises, spoke on this appeal and
questioned the 1997 assessment of $87,000.00 increasing to
$99,000.00 for 1998. The property is in a flood area and
assessments should be lowered.

The Assessor informed Mr. Dueck that 1997 was based on 1991
values and the 1998 assessment was based on 1995 values.

Mr. Edwin Dueck then spoke on his property of Roll No. 216600.
The 1996 assessment was $97,000. and the 1997 assessment
increased to $135,000. He questioned the increase.

The Assessor noted that the 1999 proposed assessment was a
reduction to $123,700. caused by the deleting of the basement
finish in both houses.

Following the presentations, the Board of Revision then went
to review each appeal individually as they were noted on the
agenda. The Board and the Assessors discussed each appeal with
the Board and the Board then reached a decision on the appeal
and that decision was noted on Appendix "A" to the minutes.

Board Member Sieg Neumann excused himself from the meeting
at 5:00 p.m.

The Board of Revision then recessed for supper at 6:00 p.m.
and reconvened at approximately 7:00 p.m.
