The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular
meeting on Wednesday, October 14, 1998 at 9:00 a.m. in the
Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.

Board of this request;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris Council
accepts these recommendations and authorizes the Municipal
Office staff to submit the appropriate tax billings for these
particular properties subject to verification by the Compliance
officer for the assessment reductions.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconviened
at approximately 1:10 p.m.

Council then met with Mr. Lorne Hamblin of the Morris Curling
Club Centennial Committee. He reviewed the planned activities
to be held during the winter months for the Morris Curling
Club's centennial year. He requested that Council consider
financial assistance from the Municipality for this event.

It was indicated to Mr. Hamblin that the matter would be
considered at a later time.

Mr. Abe Sawatzky, Mr. Dave Schmidt and Mrs. Alice Brown of

the Lowe Farm Centennial Committee with Council. In 1999, the
community of Lowe Farm is having its centennial and events

on July 2, 3 and 4, 1999 are planned to celebrate this event.
They presented a number of proposed events and undertakings
during these dates and they mentioned a number of fundraisers,
donations, etc. for this cause. However, they are still going
to realize a shortfall to the event and requested Council help
and assistance towards their planned centennial.

Mr. Neil Griffith of the Morris R.C.M.P. met with Council to
update Council on the amalgamation of forces that is taking
place within the R.C.M.P.. Morris is to be a centre, and it
is to amalgamate the forces of Altona, Emerson, Morris and
part of St. Pierre. The administration of these sites is to
be conducted under the Morris office. These are being done
throughout the province as a cost saving measure. The Altcna
Office is to close and there would be a number of store front
offices established. There would be no manpower reduction and
service would be maintained and likely better service.

At 3:00 p.m., Council met with Mr. Jim Heinrichs and Councillor
Art Friesen, representing the L.U.D. of Rosenort. Also present
was Mr. Roger Bouvier of Goverrment Support Services.

Mr. Jim Heinrichs stated that the L.U.D. of Rosenort Committee
wanted to negotiate a number of concerns prior to the P.V.W.C.
water line going into Rosenort. Matters of costs involved,
debentures, cistern use and expansion, rates, etc.

Mr. Art Friesen wanted to know where the L.U.D. of Rosenort

is in the entire situation. Ms. Holly Pemmer (lawyer) made
suggestions to the L.U.D. Comuittee and these suggestions were
followed upon.

Reeve Martens stated that he had the impression of a consent
to the issue from the February, 1998 meeting and the letter
from the Rosenort Community.
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L.U.D. of Rosenort
Delegation Continued

Mr. Art Friesen indicated that they are forced to purchase

this water and that they are opposed to this being done. The
L.U.D. of Rosenort is not interested in the P.V.W.C. water

and that the time is not right for this water. The benefit

is for the rural area only.

Councillor Eidse noted that the L.U.D. Comnittee held no meeting
for the public on this matter.

Councillor Dueck questioned if the public knows of the needs

of the water plant, what would happen financially and otherwise
if the standpipe is not there. Rosenort water costs will change
with changes to the water plant, lack of standpipe water sales,
softening needs, etc.

Councillor Groening noted that Lowe Farm had some prior
opposition as well, however, with the benefit of the good water,
etc. the results from the hookup at Lowe Farm were not very
negative.

Mr. Jim Heinrichs stated that the L.U.D. Comittee was not
given a choice in the matter. Rosenort has a water system and
may not need upgrades, etc. for at least the next five years.
Councillor Dueck noted that the public meeting in February,
1998 was a strong indication form the people to proceed.

Mr. Art Friesen stated that if a new reservoir was agreed to,
where is the reservoir in the system and that it should be
costed into the project.

Mr. Roger Bouvier stated that the Council of the Municipality
is responsible for actions in the Municipality. An L.U.D. owns
nothing, however, they may pay for things but still own nothing.
The L.U.D. is to provide Council with a service plan (budget)
and Council must adopt it. Any buildings, debentures, etc.

are to be in the name of the Municipality. The Sewer and Water
Local Improvement District is a set area and not necessarily
that of the L.U.D.. The L.U.D. is to hold meetings and to follow
the service plan. Council has the power to install systems,
following reqguired procedures of public hearings, etc.

The Municipal Act requires that the bookkeeping of an L.U.D.

is to be conducted by the Municipality and that the L.U.D.

of Rosenort books should be administered by the Municipality
as soon as possible. Disagreements with the proposed service
plan are to go to the Minister and the Department would be
involved at that time to attempt to resolve the situation.

The final decision and the responsibility is that of the
Council.

Mr. Art Friesen, stated that the L.U.D. of Rosenort is not
aware of any confirmation from the Municipality of a new water
reservoir. Mr. Jim Heinrichs and Mr. Earl Braun are L.U.D.
elected members and Mr. Art Friesen is appointed from the
Municipal Council. Mr. Heinrichs and Mr. Braun do not want

to be involved in this issue.

The L.U.D. of Rosenort is currently doing a study on the costs
involved, however, this is slow in being done. He asked if
others could take on the Committee members responsibility in
negotiating this matter on behalf of the Committee. He
questioned what the direct economic benefit for Rosenort to
connect to this P.V.W.C. water.

Mr. Jim Heinrichs indicated that he and possibly Mr. Braun

did not wish to pursue further legal action in this matter

and that he personally is not prepared to negotiate the matter
further.

Mr. Bouvier mentioned that the Municipality has the final
responsibility and the an L.U.D. now is more limited under

the new act compared to the previous act. He questioned whether
the L.U.D. would have the power or authority to engage a lawyer.
If there is to be a separate committee to negotiate the matter,
it would be up to Council to appoint the members to this
committee.

This delegation ended at approximately 4:10 p.m.
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Council then met with Mr. Roger Bouvier and he reiterated that
the L.U.D. of Rosenort books should be under the administration
of the Municipal Office. He also mentioned that Recreation
Districts should also have their finances done through the
Municipality, however, the Municipal Act does not indicate
this directly.

Council further discussed the situation of the P.V.W.C. water
line to Rosenort.

Council also asked Mr. Bouvier about the Sperling request for
annexation to the R. M. of Dufferin. He indicated that he had
not heard of this matter. He did advise that the Council's
should meet in the near future to discuss the matter and that
he or his office would be available for such a meeting if
requested.

Moved by Councillor Stan Siemens:

That this regular meeting be now adjourned at 5:20 p.m. with
Council agreeing to meet again on Thursday, October 15, 1998
to continue the agenda.
