Mr. Ilija Dragojevic, of the Pembina Valley Development
Corporation then met with Council to outline the policies and
objectives of the corporation. The P.V.D.C. is to attempt to
encourage and facilitate the economic development of communities
and the achievement of its goals.

There is a community work loans program for the local small
business enterprises. There would be required that a local
Development Committee to be established and this Development
Committee would be responsible for the loaning of the
established fund. The Municipality would put up one-third of
funds and the Province two-thirds of funds and the local
Development Committee would loan out these funds ( generally
is small amounts and to small business). Council then discussed
the aspects of such a loans program and the setting up of such
a community development Committee in this municipality.

The P.V.D.C. helps people prepare a business plan for their
business proposal.

The P.V.D.C. also is involved in agriculture development and
is currently involved in the hemp production in the area and
the marketing of the product.

Research and Tourism are other areas that P.V.D.C. becomes
involved, especially to help in the packaging of promoticnal
material. Adult Education also falls within their scope with
involvement with the Community College and its adult courses
in local communities. Skilled labour shortages have been a
concern and welders have been identified as being a labour
shortage and courses for welders have been established in the
area and they are now looking at a similar venture for heavy
equipment operators.

P.V.D.C. is also involved in the Pembina River study of its
flood impact and potential of possibly doing something with
the river.

In all aspects, P.V.D.C. attempts to partner with
Municipalities, with the Province and also with other
Development Corporations.
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Council then met with Mr. Ray Shaw and Mr. Mike Shaw concerning
their building permit application to move a house from the
Town of Morris to the R. M. of Morris. This house would be
established on the north edge of the Town of Morris. He has
applied to move the house onto the site and also to move a
mobile home onto the site where Mike Shaw would live. He
requested Council approve his application as he needs to have
the house and trailer moved in the very near future.

Following the delegation, Council had a lengthy discussion
on this request and the aspects of moving this old house with
approximately $5,000.00 of assessed value onto the property.
