These
new machines would have a 5 year warranty. The estimated cost difference was
about $500,000.00 with our trading in our machines. There was some discussion
on the general issue and Mr. Asselstine was thanked for bringing in the proposal.

Mr. Brian Petzold, of the Steinbach Office of the Department of Highways, met
with Council to let them know that he had changed jobs from Portage la Prairie tc
Steinbach. He asked Council what concerns or issues this Council had with mattes
concerning the Steinbach office.

Mr. Petzold was informed that the service roads along PTH 75 need extra
maintenance and gravel put on the roads, especially on the east side service road.
He was asked what was happening with the requests to upgrade the bridge on
PTH 23 and the Marsh River. This bridge was a severe problem during the 1997
flood and the bridge needs to be higher. There were also concerns raised about
drainage along PR 246 south of Aubigny.

These issues were each briefly discussed with Mr. Petzold and he was then thanke
for coming into the meeting.
