Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman, met with Council. He informed Council t
Brandt Tractor had granted permission to use a Hygard in our fuel as a conditioner
was felt by council the written verification should be obtained for the use of this
product. We have replaced 14 fuel pumps in the last 2 ¥; years.

Mr. Harder indicated that he felt that our gravel checker this year will be one of ou
employees. He also mentioned that we are in need of a supply of bridge planks
(3"x12").

He then brought up the matter that he and the Equipment Committee had recently
with representatives of Brandt Tractor and Powell Equipment to review their
quotations for our possible equipment purchases. For our purchase of a new motor
grader, we planned to trade in our Cat 140G grader. Brandt Tractor had offered a
new 772CH grader and with our trade-in stated a net difference of $139,500.00 +
$2,500.00 for different tires. Powell Equipment offer for a new 143H grader was &
difference of $135,960.00 plus $1925.00 for additional warranty.

Also under consideration was the purchase of a new track excavator with our
Caterpillar D6H crawler being offered in trade. Brandt Tractor quoted a new 200
excavator with a net difference of $102,500.00. Powell Equipment quoted a new
320BL excavator at a net difference of $80,610.00 with payment being made in A;
2000. We do not require a digging bucket and this would further reduce the net co
by approximately $5,400.00.

For our Land Disposal Sites, Council has been considering the purchase of a track
loader and Powell Equipment has a used Caterpillar 931 track loader for the cost
$29,000.00.

It is noted that all equipment quotations for new machines were 1998 models.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:05 p.m. and reconvened at approximately 1:
p.m.

Following lunch, Council continued discussion with Mr, Harder regarding the pos
purchase of this equipment.
