The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its
regular meeting on Wednesday, April 14, 1999 at 9:00 a.m.
in the Council Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council present were: Stan Siemens, Leo Kornelson,
Denis Robert, Ralph Groening, Barry Fraese, Sieg Neumann,

At 9:00 a.m., at the start of the meeting, our 1999 Financial
Plan public meeting was scheduled to be held. The floor was
then opened for this public meeting, however, there were no
persons present for this meeting. Council did spent some time
discussing aspects and issues of our 1999 Financial Plan.

This public meeting was then adjourned at approximately 10:00
a.m. and following this, Council commenced its regular meeting.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Leo Kornelson:

#71/99. Resolved that the agenda for April 14, 1999 be now

approved as it is now amended or as may be amended.
Carried.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#72/99. Resolved that the minutes of the March 10, 1999
regular meeting and the March 8, March 9, March 11,
March 22 and March 27, 1999 special meetings be now adopted
as presented by the Municipal Administrator.

Carried.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Ralph Groenings:

#73/99. Whereas the 125th anniversary of the first Mennonite

Immigration into Manitoba will be part of the celebrations

at Rosenort Days of July 24 and 25, 1999;

And Whereas the Council of the R. M. of Morris wishes to

contribute towards these celebrations;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris contribute

$500.00 towards the holding of the Sunday "faspa" event.
Carried.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#74/99. Resolved that the R. M. of Morris agree to an
understanding of providing financial support to the Town of
Morris fireworks display for the Canada Day 2000 in response
to the Town's support for Lowe Farms Centennial 1999 fireworks
display.

Carried.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#75/99. Resolved that the R. M. of Morris accept that Lavallee
Trucking conduct our 1999 gravel program at the same rates
as 1998 with a starting date for our 1999 program being
projected to start approximately May 15, 1999.

Carried.

Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman, then met with Council.

He informed Council that ditching work on the Bell Drain would
start on April 19, 1999. The employees are now on 50 hour

work weeks. Our gravel retiever unit started on Monday to

work on the roads.

Council requested to know what sidewalk work is needed in

the different communities.

Mr. Don Anderson returned to work on April 12, 1999. The gravel
for the dyke roads is now being hauled in by Mr. Brian Isaac
and he will be billing the owners directly.

Mr. Harder then discussed our diesel fuel problem with Council
with explanations of recent test results.

Council discussed with Mr. Harder the issue of holding a spring
cleanup campaign for our urban communities. It was felt that

it could be done and that the Foreman is to pick the dates
which we would be holding this spring cleanup.
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Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconvered
at approximately 1:00 p.m.

Moved by Denis Robert, Seconded by Barry Fraese:
#76/99. Whereas the Pembina Valley Water Coop is attempting
to establish a Rural Water Coalition to attempt to establish
funding for water infrastructure;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris is supportive
of this proposed organization and wishes to participate in
same.

Carried.

At 1:30 p.m., Mr. Levi Brandt, Mr. Wes Eidse and Mr. Ervin
Dueck then met with Council. They are undertaking flood
proofing of their properties and have made application for
subdivision in order to be able to do so. They are opposed

to having to the farming practices letter agreement as a
condition of this subdivision approval. There is a cost of
approximately $200.00 to register these letters as caveats.
They already had title to their properties and because of

flood proofing, they are required to undertake this subdivision
and do not feel that it is far to impose this condition on
them and they are asking that an exception be made in their
case and that the farming practices letter agreement be removed
from their subdivision conditions.

Council indicated that they would consider the matter later

in the meeting.

At approximately 2:00 p.m., Council met with Cpl. Graham of
the Morris R.C.M.P. Detachment. Cpl. Graham then reviewed

a written report with Council for the year 1998. He gave
Council information as to what was happening with the
consolidation of the area detachments and that a new staff
sergeant would be appointed soon for Morris. With the changes,
there would be no loss of manpower for the detachment. The
Morris office would be amalgamated with Altona and Emerson
with the main office being in Morris.

Moved by Leo Kornelson, Seconded by Sieg Neumann:
#77/99. Resolved that we not impose our farm practices letter
of agreement on the subdivision requirement on Peter Dyck,
Irwin Dueck and Wes Eidse due to the fact that their
subdivision is required because of flood proofing needs for
these properties and because it is an addition to their
existing titled yard sites.

Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Sieg Neumarm:

#78/99. Whereas B & M. Farms have made application for a
conditional use to construct and operate a 4,000 feeder hog
livestock feedlot in the SEf of Section 6-4-2 WPM;

And Whereas a public hearing was held on November 12, 1998
for this Conditional Use Application No. 5/98;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of
Morris now approves this Conditional Use No. 5/98 subject
to the following conditions:

1. That the lagoon is to have a minimum 400 day storage
capacity at ground level with a 2 foot dyke around the lagoon,
and that barley straw cover, as odour control be maintained
on the lagoon with barley straw installation being done by
June 1st each year upon the lagoon.

2. That the Morris Livestock Guidelines be adhered to.

3. That there be a cold storage unit of sufficient size for
dead animals.

4. That a 3 row tree shelterbelt, of 2 varieties , be planted
and maintained around the yard site with trees being planted
by June 1, 1999.

5. That a 1% refundable bond of capital construction costs
be submitted to the Municipality.
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Resolution No. 78/99 Continued.

6. That the manure disposal be done by direct injection.
7. That all additional driveways and access shall be at the
expense of the owner.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Denis Robert:
#79/99. Resolved that we commence proceedings to obtain a
Pesticide Use Permit for the potential of a grasshopper
infestation.

Carried.

Moved by Denis Robert, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#80/99. Whereas the Aubigny Recreation District is negotiating
the acquisition of the church rectory in Aubigny for use as
a community hall;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris agree to
have this property registered in the name of the R. M. of
Morris with administration responsibility being that of the
Aubigny Recreation District.
