The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special
meeting on Thursday, April 15, 1999 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council
Chambers of the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Leo Kornelson,
Barry Fraese, Sieg Neumann, Denis Robert, Stan Siemens.

The purpose of this special meeting was to continue the agenda
from the April 14, 1999 regular meeting.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Barry Fraese:
#83/99. Whereas the Council of the Rural Municipality of
Morris wishes to undertake a dust control program for yard
sites in the Municipality;
Therefore Be It Resolved that Council authorizes that the
R. M. of Morris conduct a dust control program whereby for
a fee of $200.00, the Municipality shall, upon request, provide
dust control for a distance of 500 fee, one pass, in front
of rural yard sites;
And Further Be It Resolved that this shall take place
immediately following our regular gravel program.

Carried.

Mr. Bob Omeniuk of Westman Steel met with Council to discuss
our culverts and pricing issues involved in the industry.

Moved by Denis Robert, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#84/99. Whereas the Rural Municipality of Morris has bridges
on the Road North of River Lot 415 and also for crossings
on the South of the SE} of Section 18-6-2 WPM and at the North
of the NW} of Section 24-5-2 WPM;
And Whereas these bridges at these locations are in need of
replacement ;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of
Morris request that the Engineering and Operations Branch
of the Dept. of Natural Resources provide culvert sizings
for the drain crossings mentioned above.

Moved by Barry Fraese, Seconded by Leo Kornelson:

#85/99. Whereas Provincial Road 422 is in serious need of

repairs and upgrade to accommodate the degree of traffic and

volume of traffic which uses this road;

And Whereas this road is not an asphalt surface road;

And Whereas this road was severely affected by the 1997 flood

and does provide for a good deal of commercial traffic;

Therefore Be It Resolved that Council of the R. M. of Morris

request that the Department of Highways undertake immediate

action to initiate the upgrading of Provincial Road 422.

Moved by Leo Kornelson, Seconded by Barry Fraese:

#86/99. Whereas the Dept. of Highways has commenced upgrade
work on P.R. 332 south of PTH 23;

And Whereas this upgrade has not proceeded on an adequate
timetable;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Dept. of Highways initiate
the upgrade of this roadand provide hardsurfacing of this
road.

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Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Leo Kornelson:

#87/99. Whereas the R. M. of Morris has received a request
for a rural water line south of Lowe Farm and also in the
Riverside area;

And Whereas Council is very supportive of these requested
projects;

Therefore Be It Resolved that funding for these projects be
requested from P.F.R.A. and from the Manitoba Water Services
Board.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Barry Fraese:
#88/99. Whereas Council wishes to improve the number of sick
days that a municipal employee is able to accumulate during
their employment with the Municipality;
Therefore Be It Resolved that at a rate of 1 sick day per
month works, an employee shall be allowed to accumulate a
maximum sick leave of 35 working days, effective as of
January 1, 1999.

#89/99. Resolved that Council authorizes the placement of

an advertisement in the Morris Ag-Expo Show Guide for the

1999 exhibition at a cost of approximately $250.00.

#90/99. Whereas the road in the middle of Section 3-6-1 EPM
is a private road;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris not accept
this road as a municipal road.

Moved by Denis Robert, Seconded by Stan Siemens:

#91/99. Whereas the Dept. of Highways has an abandoned road
allowance along the South of River Lot 338;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris agrees to
accept this road allowance with the understanding of a drainage
agreement being entered into with the R. M. of Montcalm and
that arrangements be entered into to allow Mr. Bill Fulford

to construct a dyke on a portion of this abandoned road
allowance.

#92/99. Resolved that By-law No. 1524/99 being a bylaw
setting the 1999 Council Indemnities be now given first reading
in Council as a whole.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:00 noon and reconvened
at approximately 1:05 p.m.

#93/99. Whereas the R. M./Town of Morris Joint Landfill
Committee has recommended amendments to Schedule "A" to By-
law No. 1426/92;
Therefore Be It Resolved that Schedule "A" of By-law No.
1426/92 be now amended as follows:
1. That the fee structure of No. 6 be amended as for garbage
originating outside the Municipality or Town as follows:

$25.00 per 1 ton truck load

$75.00 per 3 ton truck load

$125.00 per tandem truck load

$250.00 per semi-trailer load

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Moved by Denis Robert, Seconded by Sieg Neumann:
#94/99. Whereas the R. M./Town of Morris Joint Landfill Site
is to have an amendment to the rates of Schedule "A" to
By-law No. 1426/92;
Therefore Be It Resolved that this Schedule "A" be now amended
to the following rates:

$12.50 per % ton truck load

$37.50 per 3 ton truck load

$62.50 per tandem truck load

$125.00 per semi-trailer load

no charge for 5 or less garbage bags.
And also that these rates be in effect for the disposal sites
at Lowe Farm and Sperling effective May 1, 1999.

2.20 mills for our Machinery Replacement Reserve Fund.

setting the mill rate requirements for our 1999 Financial

Plan, be now given first reading in Council as a whole.

of March, 1999 be now accepted by Council as presented.

Resolved that Council agree to a salary increase
of 2.5% for our Building Inspector/Compliance Officer effective
on his employment anniversary date and also that his mileage
rate be at .30¢ per km.
