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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a regular meeting on
Wednesday, May 12, 1999 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council Chambers of the
R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Stan Siemens,
Leo Kornelson, Sieg Neumann, Denis Robert, Barry Fraese.

At the start of the meeting, Council held a lengthy discussion on the
Morris/Elgin rail line abandonment. Reeve Martens explained what was
happening at the meetings. The Committee is trying to determine the viability
of the line and plans to undertake a study on the line. It appears that the
C.N.R. is dictating the viability of the line. They are attempting to sell the
line and have it used privately as a shortline, however, the sale of the line to
private ownership does not appear to be happening.

The discussion involved the viability of the line, the effects it has on local
communities, the taxation loss to each municipality, etc.

Moved by Barry Fraese, Seconded by Leo Kornelson:
#104/99. Resolved that the agenda for May 12, 1999 be now approved as it is
now amended or as may be amended.

Carried.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#105/99. Resolved that the minutes of the April 14, 1999 regular meeting
and the April 12, April 13, April 15 and April 21, 1999 special meetings be
now adopted as presented by the Municipal Administrator.

Carried.

Council then met with Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman. Mr. Harder
indicated that the drainage work has started and that 9 miles of drainage work
has been completed. Our culvert order is now delivered and in our yard. For
the Marsh River bridge crossing, a low level is to be installed as a
replacement to the bridge and there must be contact with Natural Resources
Branch on this matter.

Our Cleanup week went very well, but there was not as much garbage as was
expected.

An employee, Mr. Denis Dingwall plans to apply for the position with the
Town of Morris and may not be our employee much longer if he gets the job.
The Municipal roads are ready for our gravelling program and we are waiting
for our Roads Committee to provide a map of the requirements for the
program.

Council then held a public hearing for Conditional Use Application 1/99 for
Haul All Industries. Mr. Abe Friesen was present but did not make a
presentation on this matter. The Administrator explained the situation, as this
application was part of a condition of subdivision and that the business has
been in operation for a number of years.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Denis Robert:

#106/99. Whereas Bruce Gregory, on behalf of Haul All Industries has made
application for a Conditional Use Permit to manufacture chemical tanks and
drill fill systems on a 2.89 acre site in the South 660 feet of the SE of Section
36, township 5 and Range 1 WPM;

And Whereas this industry has been in existence and operating for a number
of years;

And Whereas a public hearing was held on May 12, 1999 for this Conditional
Use Application No. 1/99;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris now
approves this Conditional use Permit No. 1/99.

Carried.
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Council then met with Ms. Mary Swain, Mr. Russ Nicolajsen, Mr. Lyle
Rance, Mr. Don Milette, of the Sperling Village Committee. Previously, they
had issued a letter to Council indicating a number of concerns and issues
which needed to be addressed by Council and they are now at this Council
meeting to discuss the issues of their letter.

The first issue of concern was the Sperling Fire Department and Mr. Lyle
Rance spoke to Council on this. He noted that a minimum on $12,000.00 in
funding per year is required for the operation of this department and asked
that this funding be re-established. He also mentioned that an additional
$1,000.00 is required for the 1998 necessary items that they were unable to
purchase. He feels that their fire department should be involved with
discussion with other municipalities, which is currently under negotiation
with the R. M. of Dufferin. The additional coverage area for the fire
department would seem reasonable to have a 5 mile radius around Sperling.
He mentioned that having this fire department does provide an insurance rate
reduction for those properties within a certain distance from the fire
department which includes areas beyond the limits of the R. M. of Morris.
He asked that the R. M. of Morris Commitee hold 2 meetings per year with
the fire departments. Council indicated that they felt that quarterly reports
should be presented to council. Council then also explained the offer
proposal from the R. M. of Dufferin which included the area of the east 3.5
miles of their municipality, a 2 year agreement and a dollar payment of
$1,500.00 for this coverage and service.

It was mentioned that a situation may happen where there is not sufficient
firemen, however, there were workers at Sperling Industries that are able to
respond in such circumstances. They cannot guarantee response at any given
time, however, the efforts made will greatly improve that situation.

Mr. Rance made mention that the Sperling Fire Department now has 5 new
members and has a compliment of 14 active members,

He stated that the area coverage for the Sperling Fire Department should
closely follow the Sperling rink debenture area as that is the area that is
within a reasonable area of Sperling and uses that facility from people in both
the R. M. of Dufferin and the R. M. of Macdonald.

The Sperling Fire Department is currently doing fund raising to pay for a
foaming unit which was purchased by the Fire Department. These fund
raising efforts include a raffle and grass mowing at certain locations.
Council felt that their should be frequently meeting held with our fire
departments and could possibly be held quarterly.

With the negotiating with the R. M. of Dufferin on the fire coverage area, it
was felt that both fire chiefs should be present for these discussions. A
greater degree of communication on this issue needs to be taking place with
the Sperling Fire Department.

There was a request that 2 members of council meet with the Committee or
to be available to contact concerning issues that may arise from time to time,
Council mentioned that Councillor Barry Fraese was already available for
such meetings and would later discuss the request of a second member
appointed.

On the issue of the changes caused by the rerouting of PTH 3, it was
uncertain whether the west access road was to be paved north of the railway
tracks. When questioned on the repaving of main street, it was indicated that
the first block south of Station Street was to be resurfaced to an acceptable
level. It was felt that additional clarification is needed of what is being done
because of this construction change to PTH 3.

On the issue of water into the community, Council was informed that the
standpipe should be more in town and by the Fire Hall would be a preferred
location. They indicated that a water reservoir structure should be built and
not just a standpipe truck fill with no reservoir. It was questioned what the
cost prices would be for such a concrete water reservoir. More information, is
needed on this issue and a time frame must be set so that planning can take
place on this matter.
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The Committee also felt that cost estimates should be available for the
reservoir standpipe as well as the installation of a sewer and water system
into Sperling.

Pembina Valley Water Co-op has indicated that they would be able to bring
water to Sperling before fall.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:20 p.m. and reconvened at
approximately 1:30 p.m.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Leo Kornelson:
#107/99. Whereas Mr. Bernie Penner has made an offer of $1,000.00 to
purchase the water filters currently in the Lowe Farm water plant;
Therefore Be It Resolved that Council accepts this office with the condition
that Mr. Penner is responsible for removing the filters from their current
location.

Carried.

Moved by Leo Komelson, Seconded by Barry Fraese:

#108/99. Whereas Johnnie Loewen and Sarah Loewen have made
application to subdivide Lot 6, Plan 17285 under Planning File No. 4152-98-
4029,

And Whereas this proposed subdivision will create a 3.0 acre yard site and
also a residual 27 acre parcel,

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris now
approves this subdivision application subject to the following conditions:

1. That Variation Orders be obtained for the 3.0 acre parcel and also for
the 27.0 acre residual parcel.

2. That compliance be obtained form the Department of Environment
for their sewage disposal system.

3. That a letter of agreement involving farming practices be entered into

and the applicant responsible for costs to register said document on
the 3.0 acre parcel.
4. That all additional accesses required are to be at the owners expense.
Carried.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Barry Fraese:

#109/99. Whereas By-law No. 1524/99, being our remuneration for members
of Council for 1999 was read a first time on April 15, 1999;

And Whereas Council wishes to continue with this by-law;

Therefore Be It Resolved that By-law No. 1524/99 be now given 2™ and 3%
readings in Council as a whole.

Carried.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#110/99. Whereas By-law No. 1523/99, being our 1999 Financial Plan by-
law and was read a first time on April 15, 1999;
And Whereas Council wishes to continue with this by-law;
Therefore Be It Resolved that By-law No. 1523/99 be now given 2™ and 3%
readings in Council as a whole.

Carried.

Moved by Denis Robert, Seconded by Sieg Neumann:

#111/99. Whereas by-law No. 1522/99, being our borrowing by-law for the

Aubigny Community Dyke and was read a first time on April 15, 1999;

And Whereas Council wishes to continue with this by-law;

Therefore Be It Resolved that By-law No. 1522/99 be now given 2™ reading.
Carried.
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At this time in the meeting, Council did review and discuss the proposal for
the Riverside Community Dyke project. Council expressed considerable
disappointment at the new proposed configuration for the dyke. The number
of properties being protected has been reduced, the number of buyouts has
remained, with the smaller dyke, the costs have not been reduced. There were
many other aspects of the proposal that were not supportive by Council.
There were many concerns expressed by Council on this new proposal and
among them was the question of whether the community would still support
this new dyke proposal.

Moved by Councillor Stan Siemens:

That the meeting be now adjourned at 4:30 p-m. and Council agreed to meet
again on Thursday, May 13, 1999 at 9:00 a.m. to continue the remainder of
the agenda of May 12, 1999.
