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THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special meeting on
Thursday, May 13, 1999 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council Chambers of the R. M. of
Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.

Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Stan Siemens, Barry Fraese,
Sieg Neumann, Denis Robert, Leo Kornelson.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Leo Kornelson:
#112/99. Resolved that the R. M. of Morris allow allocations to our Fire
Departments in the following amounts for 1999:

Rosenort Fire Department $25,800.00

Sperling Fire Department $12,000.00

Lowe Farm Fire Department $16,200.00
Carried.

Moved by Leo Kornelson, Seconded by Stan Siemens:

#113/99. Whereas Edwin Dueck and Elsie Dueck have made application for
a subdivision of Lot 6, Plan 17756 and Lot 1, Plan 17093 under Planning File
No. 4152-99-4091;

And Whereas this subdivision proposes to create 3 parcels from Lot 6, Plan
17756 and to expand Lot 1, Plan 17093 into Lot 6, Plan 17756;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris
approve this subdivision application subject to the following conditions:

1. The expansion area of Lot 2 of the subdivision is to be rezoned from
“A40" to “C3".

2. The area of the proposed Lot 1 of the subdivision is expanding into
Lot 1, Plan 17093 and this expanded area is to be rezoned from “C3"
to “A40".

3. The proposed Lot 1 of the subdivision requires a variation to vary the
site area to 1.0 acre and a site width of 191 feet.

4. Lot 3 of the subdivision requires a variation to vary the site area to 4.5

acres and a site width of 268 feet.

S. Lot 4 of the proposed subdivision will be land locked and a 30 foot
right-of-way agreement must be entered into to allow access over
Lot 2 onto Lot 4. This easement agreement will be completed by the
respective owners and registered in the name of the R. M. of Morris at
the applicants expense.

6. Compliance must be made with the requirements of the Department
of Environment.

7. That an easement agreement be entered into with Manitoba Hydro and
that a plan of easement be prepared.

8. Lots 1 and 2 are serviced by the same access onto P.R. 205 and that an
easement agreement be entered into to allow right-of-way access from
Lot 2 onto Lot 1 and that this agreement be registered on the
respective titles in the name of the R. M. of Morris at the applicants
expense.

9. That a letter of agreement involving farming practices be entered into
and registered against the respective titles in the name of the R. M. of
Morris and at the applicants expense.

Therefore Be It Resolved that Mr. Ralph Groening be appointed as our
representative to this organization and that we authorize payment of $100.00
to the NW Water Management Assoc.

Council then further discussed the Morris/Elgin C.N.R. rail line abandonment
issue. Amongst the discussion was the history of the rail line, the action being
taken by the CN.R., events of the Committee meetings. The Committee
wishes to undertake a study on the abandonment situation and to have the
study look at many issues relating to this line abandonment. However, to
undertake the study, the Committee is requesting funding of $2,500.00 from
every involved municipality.

#117/99. Whereas the Morris/Elgin rail line abandonment committee wishes
to undertake a study on the future and potential of this rail line;
Therefore Be It Resolved that we contribute $2,500.00 towards this study on
the basis that the other involved municipalities also contribute to this study.

Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris request that the
Department of Natural Resources conduct a study to determine the drainage
percentage into this drain from the R. M. of Morris and the R. M. of
Montcalm.

At this time in the meeting, is was mentioned that work was planned to be
done on the Boundary Drain between the R. M. of Morris and the R. M. of
Rhineland. This work is to be scheduled for 1999 with the work and costs
being shared. This project is to be South of Section 6-4-1W and South of
Sections 1 & 2-4-2W.

#126/99. Resolved that we approve the list of accounts for May 12, 1999 in

the amount of $131,540.13 with cheque to Brandt Tractor being cancelled.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:10 p.m. and reconvened at
approximately 1:00 p.m.

#127/99. Whereas Northwest digital has given a price quotation to upgrade
the computers in the Municipal Office at a cost of approximately $17,000.00;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris accepts this quotation and
authorizes that this work be done at the earliest possible date.

#129/99. Resolved that we request the Natural Resources Branch to provide

culvert sizing at the SE comer of Section 34-4-1W due to culverts recently

being installed into the Shannon Drain and also for culvert sizing at the SE

corner of Section 36-4-1W for the replacement of this bridge at this location.

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Moved by Denis Robert, Seconded by Barry Fraese:

#130/99. Whereas the Rural Municipality of Morris experienced flooding in
certain areas of the Municipality;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris
request assistance from the Provincial Government for public and private
sector damage caused by the 1999 flooding
. Carried.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Denis Robert;
#131/99. Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris request that
Pembina Valley Water Co-op provide a piped water line to the east side of the
Red River in order to supply water for the R. M. of Morris and the R. M. of
Montcalm;
And Further Be It Resolved that this piped water line be provided at the
earliest possible date.

Moved by Sieg Neumann, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#132/99. Whereas the Rural Municipality of Morris has requested that
Pembina Valley Water Coop provide a piped water line to the east side of the
Red River in order to supply water for the R. M. of Morris and the R. M. of
Montcalm;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Manitoba Water Services Board and
PF.R A. be requested to provide funding for Municipal line extensions when
the Pembina Valley Water Co-op main line is provided to the east side of the
Red River.

Moved by Leo Komnelson, Seconded by Ralph Groening:
#133/99. Whereas an environmental study is required for the creation of a
water distribution system in the R. M. of Morris;
And Whereas P.F.R.A. is able to undertake such a study project;
Therefore Be It Resolved that Council authorizes that P F ‘R.A. undertake the
required environmental study for the R. M. of Morris water distribution
system recognizing that there will be a cost for this work.

Moved by Barry Fraese, Seconded by Stan Siemens:
#134/99. Whereas a number of years ago the Manitoba Water Services Board
did provide a cost estimate for a sewer and water system for the community
of Sperling, Manitoba;
And Whereas the R. M. of Morris wishes to have current information on this
cost estimate;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris request that the Water
Services Board revise the previous cost estimates and provide estimates for
the installation of a sewer and water system for Sperling with the water
supply being that of piped water into the community.

Moved by Leo Komelson, Seconded by Barry Fraese:
#135/99. Whereas the R. M. of Dufferin has made an offer for service from
the Sperling Fire Dept. into the R. M. of Dufferin;
And Whereas this offer is to cover 42 sections of land and property, with a 2
year agreement with payment being $1,500.00 per year;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris not accept this offer but
does wish to further discuss the matter with the R. M. of Dufferin.

#136/99. Whereas many municipal gravel roads serve the purpose of routes
for our local school buses;

And Whereas in many instances, these gravel roads used by the school buses,
of the local School Division, are maintained largely as a school bus route;
And Whereas the local school division does not contribute to the maintenance
of this gravel road;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the R. M. of Morris believes that the local
School Division should contribute to the cost of gravel roads where the
existence of the gravel road is shown to be mainly for the use as a school bus
route,

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Ralph Groening;

#137/99. Whereas the Inter-municipal Goif Tournament will be held on
Thursday, June 24, 1999 at he Rat River Golf Club in St. Pierre-Jolys,
Manitoba;

Therefore Be It Resolved that all members of Council are authorized to attend
this event.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Sieg Neumann:

#138/99. Whereas the CN.R. is taking a policy of abandoning rail line
service to certain areas of the Province;

And Whereas these abandoned rail lines are a tremendous loss and detriment
to the local municipality;

And Whereas a new owner for these rail lines may not be found and the
railway may decide to totally abandon these lines;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the C.N.R. and any railway company be
required to return the abandoned line to prairie level and to a useable
condition.
