The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular meeting on
Wednesday, June 9%, 1999 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council Chambers of the
R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council Members present were: Raiph Groening, Leo Kornelson, Sieg
Neumann, Denis Robert, Barry Fraese, Stan Siemens.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Barry Fraese:
#139/99. Resolved that the agenda for June 9, 1999 be now approved as it is
now amended or an may be amended.

Moved by Leo Kornelson, Seconded by Barry Fraese:
#140/99. Resolved that the minutes of the May 12, 1999 regular meeting and
the May 13 and May 25 special meetings and May 25 and June 1, 1999 dyke
meetings be now adopted as presented by the Municipal Administrator.

Moved by Barry Fraese, Seconded by Denis Robert:

#141/99. Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris authorize the
donation of $300.00 to the Manitoba Stampede and Exhibition for the
entertainment at the Free Stage during the 1999 Stampede.

Moved by Leo Kornelson, Seconded by Denis Robert:
#142/99. Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris approve the date
for the Board of Revision being November 3, 1999 at 10:00 a.m.

Mr. Don Harder and Mr. Fred Peters then met with Council to discuss the
proposed addition to the Municipal Shop. Council had decided to construct
an addition to the Municipal Shop to accommodate office space for our
Municipal Foreman and a lunch room area and washroom. They discussed
the addition in general, however, the size and floor plan for the new building.
Mr. Don Harder then reported on a Centra Gas issue concerning Mr. Alfred
Goossen. Mr. Goossen had dug a field ditch very close to the gas line and he

would be charged to lower the gas line. The Municipality will help with
equipment work on the project

At 11:05 a.m., council then held a public hearing for Conditional Use hearing
for application no. 2/99 for Multi-pork Inc. Mr. Ernie Siemens was the
applicant for this conditional use and he was the only person present. He
explained an error on the notice, in that what they proposed to build would be
a 1500 farrow to isowean barn which is a smaller animal units barn than was
indicated in the notice. He explained that a weanling pig is approximately 50
1bs in size and an isowean pig is approximately 12 to 15 Ibs in size. They
planned to construct their barn as soon as possible.
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Mr. Don Harder met further with Council, asking that the Public Works
employees had requested to work July 1, 1999 and to take July 2, 1999 off.
Mr. Denis Dingwall had received a traffic ticket for wrong licence class for
operating a municipal vehicle. Mr. Harry Penner has been off work for an
indefinite period due to his back injury.

He mentioned about the low level crossings and to have signs at these
crossings indicating the potential of flooding.

Our new motor grader arrived on June 7, 1999. Mr. Harder presented Council
with a benefits package to council for the support and equipment used
towards the Manitoba Stampede.

There has been 17 miles of ditching done so far this year and most of our dust
control work has been done, but there is still one load to be done. Our gravel
program is hoped to be starting soon.

Moved by Stan Siemens, Seconded by Leo Komelson:
#143/99. Whereas our Public Works employees have requested to work on
July 1, 1999 and to take the next Friday off in lieu of the July 1, 1999
holiday;
Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris has no
objections to this request and accepts this proposal.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:05 p.m. and reconvened at 1:05 p.m.

At approximately 1:15 p.m., Council held a public hearing for Conditional
Use application no. 3/99 for Mr. Don Brown. There were 7 persons present
for this hearing,

Mr. Don Brown indicated that his application was to expand his current
operation to double its size. He is currently operating a 2,500 isowean barn
and has applied to operate a 5,000 hog isowean operation. He has a land base
for the manure and has trees around the proposed site. He is currently doing
manure injection and plans to continue this method.

Mr. Francis Anderson then read a written letter to Council in opposition to
this barn application. The hog industry is expanding and they currently have
barns in all directions from them and does not want any more.

Mr. Ray Anderson expressed his opposition to the application. They have
barns in all directions from them and they get the smell from all directions.
They are not able to have windows open and enjoy normal comforts.

Mr. Brian Shewchuk then expressed his opposition to the application. The
smell is tolerable but not with an increased size of the operation. He asked if
the R. M. of Morris would consider lowering their assessment for lands that
are close to hog barns.

Mr. Don Lewis also objected to the proposed barn application. Barns are
always wanting to expand. The Municipality should look at barn locations
away from population. There are many yardsites close to this site and there
should not be allowed any further barns.

Mrs. Sally Lewis stated that it is unfortunate that the system pits neighbour
against neighbour in dealing with this situation, There are many yards close
to the barn site and no more should be allowed.
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Hearing Continued

Reeve Martens asked about the degree of smell from the existing barn and
everyone indicated that they do notice the smell.

Mr. Don Brown indicated that whatever odour there is would come from the
barn as opposed to the lagoon. The chicken barn that was previously on the
yard has been removed.

When asked about the manure disposal, Mr. Brown indicated that the manure
from the lagoon is put on approximately 30 acres of the quarter section.
Therefore, there is enough land on the quarter section for the lagoon manure
disposal. He would like to start work soon and be in operation before winter.
Mr. Ray Anderson mentioned that according to our guidelines, if there is
objections with % mile of the barn site then the barn cannot be allowed. He
was informed that this was incorrect, but that the question would be further
investigated.

Mr. Francis Anderson asked what company this bam is connected with. It
was explained to him that Mr. Brown owns the barn and contracts out to raise
the pigs.

Councillor Sieg Neumann stated that 30 to 40 years ago many farms had
animals and grain and in today’s farming, it seems to mainly grain or
livestock operations.

Mrs. Sally Lewis asked about the barn on PR 422. There is a very strong
smell from that barn and what regulations does it have and why cannot
something be done.

It was explained that this barn was built before our regulations came in.

Mr. Don Lewis stated that those people that were there first should have

Mr. Francis Anderson stated that the larger production of any animal is not
good and he commented on what was happening in other countries.
Councillor Barry Fraese informed the audience that these barn application are
very difficult decisions for Council.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Sieg Neumann:

#145/99. Whereas the R. M. of Morris has a mobile home and lot for sale on
Lot 3, Plan 693 in Lowe Farm, Manitoba.

Therefore Be It Resolved that we agree to sell this mobile home and property
to Mr. Jon Wolfe for the amount of $31,000.00 subject to the following
conditions:

1. That the R. M. of Morris deliver some fill and add some gravel to the

driveway.
2. That the transfer costs be shared 50-50 between the Municipality and
Mr. Wolfe.
3. That financial approval be provided prior to June 30, 1999.
