This discussion involved barn expansions, people
of the area, and locations of barns.

#149/99. Whereas Mr. Don Brown has made application for a conditional

use to construct and operate an expansion to the hog livestock feedlot on the

SW of Section 10, Township 5 and Range 1 WPM;

And Whereas this is to all the expansion from a 2500 nursery hog operation

to that of an additional 2500 nursery hog operation;

And Whereas a public hearing was held on June 9, 1999 for this Conditional

Use Application No. 3/99;

Therefore Be It Resolved that the Council of the R. M. of Morris now

approves this Conditional Use No. 3/99 subject to the following conditions:

1. That the lagoon is to have a minimum 400 day storage capacity at
ground level with a 2 foot dyke around the lagoon and that barley
straw cover, as odour control, be maintained on the lagoon with the
barley straw installation being done by June 1* each year upon alt hog
barn lagoons in the yard.

2. That the Morris Livestock Gtiidelines be adhered to.

That there be a cold storage unit of sufficient size for dead animals.
4, That a 3 row tree shelterbelt, of 2 varieties, be planted and maintained
around the yard site with trees being planted by June 1*, 2000.

S. That a 1% refundable bond of capital construction costs be submitted

to the Municipality.

That the manure disposal be done by direct injection.

That all additional driveways and accesses shall be at the expense of

the owner.

8. That there be no further barn applications for this property for a
period of at least 5 years.

9. That the Jagoon for the new barn be located to the south east of the
barn.
