performance bond charge on new conditional use application for hog barns in

the Municipality;

And Whereas this performance bond charge is being held in trust by the

Municipality, conditional to the operational performance of the hog barn;

Therefore Be It Resolved that this performance bond charge for the hog barn

shall be subject to the following conditions:

1. Upon the completion of all structural requirements established under
the conditional use conditions, there shall be a refund of one-half (%)
of the performance bond charged.

2. That following the initial refund of % of the performance bond, there
shall be a period of 3 consecutive years by which the hog barn
operation shall be issue free to receive the remaining %; of the
performance bond.

3. That any issues noted at any time following the initial refund shall
commence the 3 year waiting period following that time of the
problem issue.

4. That in the event that the entire performance bond is not refunded
following a period 7 years from the initial date of the building permit
application, the performance bond shall be considered forfeit and the
property of the R. M. of Morris.

5. That this policy shall be effective as of July 1, 1998.
