THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held its regular meeting
on Wednesday, August 11, 1999 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council Chambers of
the R. M. of Morris.

Reeve Herm Martens presided.
Council Members present were: Ralph Groening, Stan Siemens, Barry
Fraese, Leo Kornelson, Denis Robert, Sieg Neumann.

Moved by Ralph Groening, Seconded by Denis Robert:
#180/99. Resolved that the agenda for August 11, 1999 be now approved
as it is now amended or as may be amended.

Moved by Barry Fraese, Seconded by Leo Kornelson:
#181/99. Resolved that the minutes of the July 14, 1999 regular meeting
and the July 15, 1999 special meeting be now adopted as presented by the
Municipal Administrator.

Council then held a discussion regarding Sunnydale Farms and the fact
that they have not covered their sewage lagoon for their hog barn. It was
decided by Council that Sunnydale Farms be contacted to have cover
placed on the sewage lagoon immediately and that the performance bond
is not being returned at this time. Failure to immediately cover the lagoon
is in contravention of the conditions of the barn approval and having no

proper cover in 1999 severely jeopardizes the performance bond being
held by the Municipality.

L That a Variation Order be obtained for the 10.1 acre yard site.

2. That a letter of agreement involving farming practices be entered
into for the yard site area and that the applicant re responsible for
costs to register the said document on the 10.1 acre parcel.

3. That all additional accesses required for the residual parcel shall be
at the expense of the owner.

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Council then met with Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman. Mr.
Harder explained that from the 1998 drainage requests, 32 % miles of
drainage work has been done and there is 18 miles left to do. The
spreading of the dirt piles from the ditching work may start next week.
There was recently a new sidewalk portion installed along the west side of
Main Street in Sperling, Manitoba and this new sidewalk has already been
broken by a truck crossing into a yard.

He discussed with Council the new addition to the shop and the plans
made for this addition.

He mentioned that there were three bridges in very poor condition and that
they needed to be replaced with culverts.

For the bridge on the Moyer Drain on the NW of Section 7-4-1 WPM, it
was recommended that the bridge be replaced with 3 — 48” x 15m. x
2.0mm culverts.

The bridge on the south of River Lot 417 is also in poor condition and is
recommended to be replaced with 2 — 8’ x 15m x 2.0mm culverts, Council
felt that this was a significant project and that other options of possibly
repairing the bridge or building a road by-pass should be considered.

The Marsh River bridge on the East of Section 12-5-2 EPM is also in need
of upgrading, however, this is a boundary bridge and no decision has yet
been reached as to what to do with the situation. There are a number of
options that must be discussed with the R. M. of deSalaberry.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:10 p.m. and reconvened at
approximately 1:25 p.m.

Whereas there is possibility of an isobord expansion plant being
built in southern Manitoba;

And Further Be It Resolved that the Rural Municipality of Morris views
this initiative as a proactive approach to providing the opportunity for
Rural Municipalities, Towns and Villages in the Red River/Pembina
Valley to partner together on a development which will benefit the region
as a whole.
