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RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS

The Council of the Rural Municipality of Morris held a special meeting on
Thursday, September 23, 1999 at 9:00 a.m. in the Council Chambers of
Municipal Office.

Council Members present were: Reeve Herm Martens

Councillors: Ralph Groening, Stan Siemens, Leo Kornelson, Seig Neumann,
Barry Fraese.

Also present were: Art Friesen, Stan Plett, Leroy Friesen, Greg Friesen,

Jim McLean and Ross Madder of Water Resources Branch and Terry Holding
of KGS Group.

Mr. Terry Holding responded to all the questions that were raised pertaining
to the Rosenort Dyke/Diversion Project.

The issue of drainage was the first matter raised. For the outside of the dyke
on the east side south of PR 205, the water is to flow south for 2 miles and
then % mile east into another drain. The outside ditch will be a small ditch
with the major ditch used to build the dyke being on the inside. The water on
the inside will flow south for 2 miles then east and will then cross over to the
south side of the road at the intersection with River Road South. He
explained the flow process at the south end and answered questions relating
to this.

It was also mentioned the difficulties of going between the cemetery and Mr.
Reimer (at the south end of the dyke). There was a comment by Council and
the Committee as to why Mr. Reimer would not be bought out and eliminate
these difficulties. Mr. McLean indicated that this option was currently being
investigated by Land Management Services.

For the east dyke north of PR 205, the major ditch will be on the outside and
the outside water flow will be northward around the dyke towards the Morris
River. At the north end it was estimated that the ditch would be
approximately 6 feet deep.

For these ditches, Mr. Holding stated that he was unable to provide
information, at this time, as to the slopes, etc. of the ditches.

To the west of Rosenort along PR 205, there is proposed to be a bridge built
across the diversion. Mr. Holding stated that it had been designed but had not
yet gone to the Dept. of Highways for their final approval. This bridge is to
be a 6 span bridge (93 meters plus approaches) and the underside of the
bridge is to be at a level of 1997 flood level + 2 feet. The travel surface area
will be 28 feet across plus a walkway across the bridge.

Mr. Holding explained that the diversion bottom is to be built so that the
water flow in the bottom has a meandering effect of flow going back and
forth across the ditch bottom. There is a 5.5 foot drop in elevation from the
north end of the diversion to the south end. For the low level Crossings across
the west side diversion, they had not yet been finalized but would be put into
place, but he was unable to indicate any information as to the design of the
low level structures to be put into place. The low level that is to be 1 mile
south of PR 205 will likely require a restriction to traffic as it will not be
designed for semi truck traffic.

He mentioned that the diversion itself will be 23 feet deep to ground level
and 13 feet across the bottom. The dyke along the diversion will be built to
1997 water level + 2 feet and that the additional height of the dyke is caused
by the excess dirt from the diversion.

At the south end of the diversion, Council and the Committee, indicated that
the low level must be constructed also on the east/west road.
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For the closure control structures at the north and south ends along the Morris
River, he stated that they could not be raised because it would require the
culverts to be longer, more land and dirt needed and generally increase the
costs significantly.

The culverts in the control structures will be two 1600mm culverts at the
north and south ends of the Morris River structures.

There was a question as to the operation as to the operation of the gate
structures. Mr. McLean indicated that there is a possibly that a committee
would be established of Natura! Resources persons and local persons to
determine the operation of the two control structures.

Councillor Leo Kornelson questioned the compensation to purchase the
property from the land owners. He indicated that less than $1,000.00 was not
enough.

Mr. Jim McLean indicated that the purchasing of land is up to Land
Management Services. The issue of land price should not be a factor if one is
in favour or opposed to the project.

Councillor Leo Kornelson asked of what would happen if the structure and
general operational workings of the project do not work right, who is
responsible.

Mr. Jim McLean responded that the responsibility would be that of the
Province of Manitoba and the engineering firm with the ultimate
responsibility being that of the Province of Manitoba.

Mr. Stan Plett questioned the Municipal compensation factors which can be
used to offset some of the cost factors, There is factors of the Municipal road
allowances that are being used to build the dyke structure. There is also an
issue whereby M.E.M.O. had previously indicated and amount of
approximately $100,000.00 towards the replacement of the bridge that was
on the Morris River (2 miles south of PR 205) and which was destroyed in
the flood.

The Municipal Office had no information to offer on both situations but that
both matter would be investigated further.

Mr. McLean indicated that it was unlikely that this project would be able to
start until the year 2000 and some of Council and the Committee felt that
some work should be started in 1999,

With that, the meeting was adjourned at approximately 11:15 a.m.
