Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman, met with Council and
explained that the motor graders were preparing for winter.
There is still a lot of surveying work being done on the larger
drains such as the Moyer Drain, Brown Drain, Drain 111 , Drain
110 and the Bell Drain.

The leased track hoe is to be returned November 24, 1998. A
new pit is needed to be built for the Rosenort Land fill site
and this is also planned to be done soon. Mr. Harder feels that
there is work available for the employees until mid December/98.
There are three bridges which are a great concern, being on

the South of Section 18-6-2 WPM, SW of Section 33-5-1WPM and
the SE of Section 35-4-1WPM. There was some discussion on the
bridges that were flood damaged and replaced with culverts.

In 1998, there was a great deal of time and expense for road
signs in the Municipality.

Mr. Harder informed Council that a track loader is needed for
the Rosenort Landfill site, which would eliminate moving
municipal equipment, and also that a snowblower was previously
discussed for the Bi-directional tractor.

Mr. Harder has priced shed units for our Landfill sites at a
cost of approximately $4,000.00 for material for a 12 x 12 unit.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:15 p.m. and reconvened
at 1:10 p.m.
