The inactivity in the
project is of great concern to Council and it is felt further discussions are needed
in the immediate future to resolve this inactivity and to try to get this project
finished prior to freeze-up. Siemens Plumbing and Heating is to be doing the
hook-ups and most of the work that Knox Bros. has to do is the pushing of the
main lines.
