Council then met with Mr. Don Harder, Public Works Foreman, and he
informed Council that 65 miles of drainage work has been done and there is still
one mile that is currently being done. The Shop addition is proceeding,
Manitoba Hydro are to be around soon to do their inspection. Once that is done
and the plumbing is done, then the employees can work on the inside of this
building.

One of our motor graders, John Deere 772 BH, is in need of repairs for a
recurring vibration problem and Brandt Tractor is to provide a loaner unit with a
plow and wing. The Hitachi Hoe is in need of replacement/repair on some of the
track rollers.

Council spent considerable time discussing the age of our existing machines and
future trades and purchases.
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Mr. Harder mentioned that the fire at the Rosenort Land fill site is now out. The
Morris Day Care Centre is rebuilding and the existing building is to be torn
down and hauled to the Rosenort Land Fill site and a local contractor requested
information as to what the costs would be to haul it to the land fill site.

Council then recessed for lunch at 12:10 p.m. and reconvened at approximately
1:00 p.m.

Mr. Harder continued his presentation to Council and mentioned that Knox
Brothers are working at Sperling installing the water lines and that another outfit
is on site doing hookups.

He mentioned that the road number signs are now up. In the discussion on these
signs, it was stated that more signs are planned to be ordered and placed for next
year until such time as a sufficient quantity of such roads signs are acceptable to
Council.

Mr. Jake Friesen then met with Council to discuss the possibilities of
establishing a hog barn. His proposal is to possibly purchase the Dunnrite and
Carleton Hatcheries chicken bamns and convert them into hog barns. He
estimated that the barn upgrade would cost approximately $100,000.00. With
the barn sizes being approximately 290 x 40 it is estimated that these barns
would hold approximately 3,600 hogs (each barn would have approximately
1,200 hogs). This property is not very large and the disposal of the manure may
require travel on municipal roads unless field availability changes. Mr. Friesen
stated that he plans to operate these barns similar to bi-tec system, where there is
a layer of straw put on the floor and the hogs have free roam of the building. The
straw and manure is then pushed out of the barn on a weekly basis and piled on
the property. Once per year he would then take this manure/straw from the pile
and distribute it onto a field in the area.

Mr. Friesen did mention that there is a similar operation in the R. M. of
Rhineland and neighbours have expressed no concerns to this operation.
Council mentioned to him that prior to making a formal application, a better
plan for the spreading of the manure is needed. We do not want the manure
transported on Municipal roads, if possible. He should make arrangements to
spread the manure on the section that the barns are on. He should also discuss
the matter with the immediate neighbouring households and make them aware
of his plans.
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Mr. Gerald Joyce, of Crossfire Outdoor Paintball Sports, met with Council to
discuss the extension of permission to operate the paintball operation at
Aubigny. He indicated that he has now purchased the property and did start
operation in the fall of 1998 and from the start until October, 1999 they have
had 449 players. They have done a lot of landscaping work to make the property
suit the business. He then gave a quick slide presentation to Council showing
some of the aspects of the operation.

It was mentioned that the Municipal Office has received no complaints
regarding this operation and Mr. Joyce indicated that people from Aubigny do
come out to help with the work.

Council then had to leave to travel to the Municipal Shop for an informal
gathering with the employees and for a picture taking session of the Municipal
Equipment to be done by Powell Equipment.

The meeting was then adjourned at 3:00 p.m. with Council agreeing to meet

again on Thursday, December 9, 1999 at 9:00 a.m. to continue the remainder of
this agenda.
